 1 Corinthians 1:9 - God is faithful, by whom you were called into the fellowship of his 
Son, Jesus Christ our Lord.

 1Corinthians 1:24 - but to those who are called, both Jews and Greeks, Christ the 
power of God and the wisdom of God.

 1 Corinthians 1:26 - For consider your calling, brothers: 

 Hebrews 9:15 - Therefore he is the mediator of a new covenant, so that those who are 
called may receive the promised eternal inheritance, since a death has occurred that 
redeems them from the transgressions committed under the first covenant.

 2 Timothy 1:9 - who saved us and called us to a holy calling, not because of our works 
but because of his own purpose and grace, which he gave us in Christ Jesus before 
the ages began,

κλῆtoς – (Kletos / Adjective-) – is used in NT of the call of the Gospel or the 

effectual call





 Galatians 1:15-6 - But when he who had set me apart before I was born, and who 
called me by his grace, was pleased to reveal his Son to me, in order that I might 
preach him among the Gentiles,

 Romans 1:1 - Paul, a servant of Christ Jesus, called to be an apostle, set apart for the 
gospel of God,

 2 Timothy 2:21 - Therefore, if anyone cleanses himself from what is dishonorable, he 
will be a vessel for honorable use, set apart as holy, useful to the master of the 
house, ready for every good work.





With a topic like predestination people find it
so unpleasant, it is a wonder that we even
discuss it at all. Why do we speak of it?
Because we enjoy unpleasantness? Not at all.

We discuss it because we cannot avoid it. It is a
doctrine plainly set forth in the Bible. We talk
about predestination because the Bible talks
about predestination.

If we desire to build our theology on the Bible,
we run head on into this concept. We soon
discover that John Calvin did not invent it.

Romans 8:28-30 - And we know that for those who
love God all things work together for good, for
those who are called according to his purpose. For
those whom he foreknew he also predestined to
be conformed to the image of his Son, in order that
he might be the firstborn among many
brothers. And those whom he predestined he also
called, and those whom he called he also justified,
and those whom he justified he also glorified.



Ephesians 1:11-12 - In him we have
obtained an inheritance, having been
predestined according to the purpose of
him who works all things according to
the counsel of his will, so that we who
were the first to hope in Christ might be
to the praise of his glory.



Romans 9:22-24 - What if God, desiring to 
show his wrath and to make known his power, 
has endured with much patience vessels of 
wrath prepared for destruction, in order to 
make known the riches of his glory for 
vessels of mercy, which he has prepared 
beforehand for glory— even us whom he has 
called, not from the Jews only but also from 
the Gentiles?



Ephesians 1:3-6 - Blessed be the God and Father
of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us in
Christ with every spiritual blessing in the
heavenly places, even as he chose us in him
before the foundation of the world, that we should
be holy and blameless before him. In love he
predestined us for adoption to himself as sons
through Jesus Christ, according to the purpose of
his will, to the praise of his glorious grace, with
which he has blessed us in the Beloved.





 John 17:1-2 - When Jesus had spoken these words, he lifted up his eyes to heaven, and said, 
“Father, the hour has come; glorify your Son that the Son may glorify you, since you have 
given him authority over all flesh, to give eternal life to all whom you have given him.

 John 17:6-8 - “I have manifested your name to the people whom you gave me out of the 
world. Yours they were, and you gave them to me, and they have kept your word. Now they 
know that everything that you have given me is from you. For I have given them the words 
that you gave me, and they have received them and have come to know in truth that I came 
from you; and they have believed that you sent me.

 John 17:11-12 - And I am no longer in the world, but they are in the world, and I am coming 
to you. Holy Father, keep them in your name, which you have given me, that they may be 
one, even as we are one.While I was with them, I kept them in your name, which you have 
given me.
